Children bringing their own horses will not be charged for the week’s stabling; however a $20.00 sawdust/cleaning charge will apply and is due one week prior to the program.


Deposit:  $100.00 (NON REFUNDABLE) 


The balance of payment is due two weeks prior to the first day of program. Failure to pay outstanding balance will then result in place being given to the first person on the waiting list.

Due to the popularity of our programs we will be allocating places strictly in order of receipt of your deposit. Please note that deposits will not be refundable.

Riding levels:


Never ridden.


Newcomer – casual rider developing rising trot 


Novice – can rise trot and steer, learning to canter


Intermediate – can rise and sit trot individually.  Can canter a lap of the arena.


Advanced – competently achieving canter exercises, independent seat, rides regularly.


Other information:


Photos.  We may take photos of your child and his/her horse.  We will ask you to sign a permission form if we wish to publish your child’s photo.


Cancellation/refund policy


No refunds will be given if a child is unable, or declines to attend all or part of the holiday program. A medical certificate will be required in the case of illness for consideration for a refund of deposit.








Daily routine:


The children a divided into 3 groups according to age and experience. There are no more than 8-10 children to a group. They are allocated their own horse for the week and learn about grooming, feeding and caring for their horse.   The children are taught riding skills and are taken on supervised trail rides.


They are able to ride twice daily.  Each group has one instructor and an assistant.   Each morning of the program a safety talk is given by one of our instructors on the various safety aspects of working around horses.





Children will have the chance for a break for morning and afternoon teas, and also for lunch.  Please ensure you have packed plenty of food and drinks (two large bottles of water) to last a full day, including morning and afternoon tea.  We encourage regular drink breaks, especially in the hot weather.  We also encourage nutrition and ask that parents ensure their children eat a good breakfast each morning before they attend our program.





What to wear and bring: Jodphurs or track pants, shirts with sleeves, lunch, morning and afternoon tea in a lunch box, drinks, warm clothing, sun hat, sunscreen, fly repellent, parker/raincoat, pen and paper, suitable shoes/riding boots.  Your child’s belongings should be contained in a zip up bag such as a sports bag.  Please label all belongings.

We strongly recommend that children do not bring valuables such as mobile phones or other electronic devices.





Safety Equipment: Some approved riding helmets & boots are available, however it is strongly suggested that you supply your own. We recommend Horseland - Fyshwick .
